The MANSIONPoker Poker Dome Challenge was a 43-week series of speed poker tournaments
offering a grand prize of US$1,000,000. The tournament aired in the United States on Fox Sports
Network from May 2006 to March 2007. The tournament featured a number of technological
gimmicks in an effort to increase viewer interest and excitement. Commentating duties were
shared by rotating hosts including Barry Tompkins, Jon Kelley, Michael Konik, Michael Gracz,
Joel Meyers and Chris Rose with Leeann Tweeden serving as co-host/exit interviewer
(occasionally covered by Nafeesa DeFlorias). Matt Savage was the tournament director.

The series consisted of single table tournaments of six players each. Five of the six competitors
qualified through daily freeroll tournaments held at mansionpoker. Another competitor came from
the National Pub Poker League, an amateur poker league that partnered with MansionPoker and
qualified its nightly bar tournament winners into a private weekly freeroll.[1][2] Winners of the
online qualifiers were flown all expenses paid to Las Vegas, Nevada and receivedR$500 in casino
chips and other amenities.

Professional poker players Tony G, Dennis Waterman and Perry Friedman and reality television
personality-turned poker pro Rob Mariano have appeared in the Dome. Nevada casino author Al
W Moe appeared in the Dome and his wife, Shannon R Moe, was an alternate selection a month
later.

Players started with 50,000 in tournament chips and play continued until one player had all



300,000. The tournament was single-elimination and only the winner of each table received prize
money. Players had just 15 seconds to act on a hand before it was ruled dead. Each player was
given one 30-second time extension that could be used at any time. When the table got to heads-
up, each player received another 30-second time extension (although if a player hadn't previously
used the extension he or she did not then have two). Betting was pot-limit pre-flop and no-limit
post-flop until heads-up play, when it became all no-limit.

Each preliminary winner pocketedR$25,000 in cash and advanced to the semi-finals. After each
set of six preliminary tournaments, a semi-final single table tournament was played among the six
winners, with the winner of that table takingR$50,000 and advancing to the final table. After the
six semi-final matches were played, the finalists played one more single table tournament for
theR$1,000,000 winner-take-all grand prize. Each of the other finalists won a prize package from
Mansion Poker worthR$13,000.

The Poker Dome [ edit ]

Tournaments were played in front of a live audience in a structure called The Poker Dome. The
audience couldn't be seen or heard by the players and players were screened before entering the
Dome to ensure they were unable to communicate with anyone outside the Dome. The high tech
table featured an LED display for the dealer button, hole card cameras, automatic card reading
technology (described on-screen as "computer chips,” possibly passive RFID tags) and built in
LED hand timers. Two dealers worked the tournaments to maintain the fast pace, and players
were attached to heart monitors. Players' hole cards and heart rates were displayed for the live
audience and in particularly stressful situations like all in bets, heart rates were displayed to the
home audience.

The Tropicana Resort & Casino hosted the first eight Round 1 preliminaries and the first Round 2
playoff prior to the completion of construction at the Neonopolis, where a top-floor movie theatre
was reworked into the Poker Dome set. Eventual Poker Dome Challenge winner Rodel Tuazon
won the first preliminary held in the Neonopolis studio, in an episode also featuring Tony G.

World Pro-Am Challenge [ edit ]

On July 12, 2006, The Poker Dome played host to the World Pro-Am Challenge, with a
US$1,000,000 prize pool. Three professional players were pitted against three amateur online
qualifiers, who had access to three other pros for coaching. The top three spots paid, and if an
amateur cashed the prize money would be split with the coach. Each amateur started
withR$20,000 more in chips than the pros and each amateur/coach team was allowed two time
outs, one called by the player and one by the coach.
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The Background of the Case

Meet John, a 35-year-old software engineer who lives in Sdo Paulo, Brazil. John is a football
enthusiast and often watches matches with his friends.

He chose Flamengo to win,
and he placed a bet of R$ 100. The odds were 2.50, which meant that John could potentially win
R$ 250 if Flamengo won the match. John was excited about the prospect of winning, but he was
also nervous because he had never placed a bet before.

The Implementation
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Ciclistas Negros: La Lucha por la Inclusiéon en los Estados
Unidos

En los albores del ciclismo en los Estados Unidos a finales del siglo XIX y principios del XX, los
afroamericanos se unieron a la nueva aficién. Un ciclista afroamericano, Marshall "Major" Taylor,
se convirtié en campedn mundial en 1899. Sin embargo, el ciclismo profesional estadounidense
instaur6 una linea de color, lo que limit6 las oportunidades para los competidores negros. Las
oportunidades se volvieron tan escasas que los competidores negros tuvieron que tomarlas
donde las encontraran, incluyendo en los escenarios de vodevil y en Europa. Su historia esta
documentada en un nuevo libro, Black Cyclists: The Race for Inclusion, del profesor de historia
Robert J Turpin, de la Universidad de Lees-McRae en Carolina del Norte.

"Nos caemos en la trampa de que la historia es lineal”, dice Turpin. "Con las relaciones raciales,
pensamos en el final de la Guerra Civil: 'La esclavitud terming, y las cosas mejoraron
gradualmente para los negros'. Mi libro muestra lo que ya sabemos: Las cosas empeoraron
realmente para los negros en los EE. UU., especialmente de la década de 1880 a la de 1920 ...
Fue mas dificil para los ciclistas negros competir como profesionales o incluso ganar dinero en
premios en general".

Turpin es un ciclista él mismo y su universidad ofrece un programa de estudios ciclistas menor,
gue él cree que es el unico en los EE. UU. Su interés en la historia del ciclismo se extiende a
cdémo se ha comercializado a lo largo de las décadas, un tema sobre el que escribi6 su libro
anterior. El es de Kentucky y lamenta el papel de los ciclistas del Sur en segregar el deporte en
las décadas posteriores a la Guerra Civil.

Turpin también aborda otro tema: la falta de diversidad en el ciclismo contemporaneo. El libro cita
una encuesta de BR Cycling de méas de 7.000 miembros en 2024 en la que solo el 3% informd
gue eran negros o afroamericanos. Tal subrepresentacion se extiende a los préximos Juegos
Olimpicos y el Tour de Francia, donde esta semana Biniam Girmay se convirtio en el primer
ciclista negro africano en ganar una etapa en la carrera de 120 afios de historia. Sin embargo, el
libro sefala el impacto y la influencia cada vez mayores de los competidores negros elite como el
11 veces campedn nacional Justin Williams y la primera ciclista profesional negra, Ayesha
McGowan.

El ciclismo en el siglo XIX: una mirada a la historia

Antes de asistir a la escuela de posgrado en la Universidad de Kentucky en 2009, Turpin
aprendio sobre Taylor, cuyas hazafas ciclistas comenzaron como adolescente en Indianapolis y
alcanzaron su punto maximo con un campeonato mundial en la milla en Montreal. En el proceso,
se convirtié en el primer campedn mundial negro estadounidense en cualquier deporte y sus



logros se documentaron en una autobiografia, The Fastest Bicycle Rider in the World.

"Fue una superestrella internacional”, dice Turpin. "No pensamos en los negros en el ciclismo
durante [el siglo XIX] ... Necesitaba saber si era el Unico ciclista negro importante. Sospechaba
gue no lo era".

Varios afios después, Turpin regreso a la historia de Taylor. Para entonces, se habian hecho
publicas mas fuentes primarias a través de la digitalizacion. Turpin aprendié mas no solo sobre
Taylor, sino también sobre sus predecesores y contemporaneos.

"Solo obtuvieron un poco de atencion”, dijo sobre otros ciclistas negros en el registro historico.
"Fueron mencionados de pasada. Queria darles un poco mas de enfoque, hablar sobre sus
experiencias, cOmo encajaban con algunos de los cambios historicos".

El ciclismo a finales del siglo XIX fue enormemente popular, con multitudes abarrotadas para
carreras nocturnas en el Madison Square Garden y 1 millén de bicicletas fabricadas cada afio en
los EE. UU. de 1898 a 1899.

"Fue una de las formas mas rapidas de movilidad", dice Turpin, "una de las formas de movilidad
mas rapidas, especialmente a larga distancia ... Fue enormemente popular, especialmente entre
la clase media a alta”.

Massachusetts se convirtié en un lugar para el éxito temprano de los ciclistas negros. David
Drummond gané regularmente carreras del Dia de la Independencia en Boston. Taylor utilizé sus
ganancias para comprar una casa en Worcester y la primera automavil alli. Katherine "Kittie"
Knox, una sastre convertida en estrella de carreras, era famosa por sus atuendos
autodesignados y su resistencia. Knox ilustro los desafios enfrentados por los ciclistas que eran
both Black y femenina.

"Si eras negro y una mujer, esas eran dos grandes huelgas en tu contra”, dice Turpin. "La gente
pensaba que no deberias andar en bicicleta si eras mujer, y no deberias andar en bicicleta si
eras negro. Asi que habia una doble carga alli".

En 1894, una organizacion nacional de ciclismo destacada llamada Liga de Americanos en
Bicicletas, impulsada por un miembro de Kentucky, prohibié a todos los ciclistas negros excepto a
Taylor de las carreras profesionales. La prohibicién no se derog6 oficialmente hasta 1999 por la
organizacion, que habia sido rebautizada como Liga de Ciclistas Estadounidenses.

El libro muestra las formas en que los ciclistas negros respondieron. Estos incluyeron criticar la
decision en la legislatura estatal de Massachusetts y formar ligas ciclistas negras.

"Destaco su agencia”, dice Turpin. "No hablo de ellos como victimas. Eran resourceful en figuring
out alternative ways to still make a living and find social mobility".
