What is a  Poker Odds Calculator?
Whether you are a beginner or an experienced veteran, a poker odds calculator can be a valuable
tool  for poker players. It can help you make more informed decisions during a hand by calculating
the odds of various  outcomes.
So, if you've ever been playing on your favorite online poker site and given (or even taken) a bad
beat  and wondered, "What are the odds?", our state-of-the-art Poker Odds Calculator will help
you figure out just that. The Poker  Odds Calculator will help you calculate your chances on a
given hand, in any situation.
How does the Poker Odds Calculator  work?
Poker odds calculators typically use algorithms and pre-defined probabilities to estimate the
likelihood of certain events occurring in a poker  hand. The odds calculator, and the math that
goes behind it, can analyze the current state of the game, your  hand, and the potential opponent's
hands to provide you with odds and recommendations.
The PokerNews Poker Odds Calculator is very simple  to use:
Choose your cards Then choose the cards of your opponent/s (you can add up to an additional 9
players).  The Poker Odds Calculator will then estimate the odds of you winning the hand vs your
opponents in the Pre-Flop  round of betting and give you the percentage chance of achieving a
particular hand. If you have added at least  one opponent, next, add the Dealers' cards in the
subsequent betting rounds - Flop, Turn, River. For each betting round  the Poker Odds Calculator
will adjust it's calculations to give you up-to-date probabilities.
Now, let's put that into practice with an  example.
In the image below, you will see that "You" have a pair of 10s (10 & 10).
Your opponent has 4  and 9.



Therefore, as we are at the Pre-Flop stage, your chance of winning the hand is 87.86% whereas
your opponent  has just an 11.66% chance.
The Poker Odds Calculator also tells you what chance you have of making a particular hand 
(which you can compare to your opponent's). For example, here you can see that "You" have a
12.16% chance of  making "Three of a Kind".
This is just a very basic example and we encourage you to use the Odds Calculator  in different
scenarios, with different numbers of players and in different rounds of the betting. But remember,
this is just  the mathematical theory behind it, and there are many other factors to consider when
you are playing poker, such as  hand selection, position, and opponent behavior.
One of the most interesting features of the PokerNews Poker Odds Calculator is the guide  on the
right column, which will show you which cards should strengthen (green) or weaken (red) your
hand. You can  use the Poker Odds Calculator for free any time you want, whether you're working
on your poker strategy or playing  online poker.

Poker Odds: Why Are They Important to Learn?
Firstly, let’s just briefly say that generally speaking in  poker, like in sports, odds carry a similar
meaning. That is, they are pointers that tell the player about the  probability of them winning a
hand or estimating how much money they stand to win. This probability can be expressed  in
several ways – fractions, percentages, or odds.
Since you’re here, it means you know you have a general understanding of  the game’s rules but
are unsure how the odds work. More than just a game of chance, poker is a  game of skill,
analysis, and quick thinking.
Understanding and analyzing the various odds in a game helps players make more calculated 
moves and increase their chances of winning the round and, eventually, the game. Learning the
basics about poker odds will  also help prepare newbies for higher-stakes games down the road.
In poker, every hand played and every bet made has odds.  Nevertheless, here we will explore pot
odds, outs, and a few other relevant terms for the most popular of all  poker variations – Texas
Hold'em!
Poker Odds and Pot Odds
In poker, odds can be expressed for or against. For instance, if  a player has two suited cards
(either Clubs, Diamonds, Hearts, or Spades) and the board already has two matching suits  after
the fourth street, then the player has four suits as they await the fifth street and a possible flush.
Say,  for example, you have K8 and the cards on the board are 5Q23. You need the last card to
be  spades in order to hit the flush. We know that each suit has 13 ranks (from Aces to Kings) and 
there are already four in play - the K and 8 you hold and the 5 and 3 on the  board. That leaves
you with 9 possible outs that could hit a flush.
You would think you have relatively good odds  for a flush, right? Well, not exactly.
Because if it is a game involving multiple players, one or several of them  could also be holding
some of the remaining spades, which effectively lowers your odds. Whether, or how many spades
the  other players hold is anyone’s guess and you’ll have to wait for the showdown. That is, unless
you don’t think  your pot odds make it worth it. But what are pot odds?
Pot odds are the most important odds every poker  player should know. Simply put, pot odds
represent the ratio of the size of the pot to the wager you  must place. For instance, if the pot
hasR$600, and another player wagersR$300, the wager is added to the total pot  sum, which is
nowR$900. Now, if you want to proceed with the hand i.e. if you don’t fold - then  you must call
theR$300.
The pot odds basically represent the ratio between the sum of money you need to wager to  the
total pot size. So, to calculate the pot odds, you look at how many times the amount you need  to
wager is contained in the pot amount. So, if you callR$300, andR$300 is contained 3 times
inR$900, then your  pot odds are 3:1.
If your opponent makes a pot-sized bet/raise – which is a wager that matches the size on  the
table, in our caseR$600 – then the pot hasR$1,200. You need to callR$600, which is contained
two times inR$1,200,  which means the pot odds are 2:1.
What are Poker Outs?
Learning about pot odds goes hand in hand with understanding poker  outs. Poker “outs” are
undrawn cards that, if drawn, can significantly improve a player’s hand against their opponent.
Let’s say there  is a Q54 flop and you've been dealt 87. To improve your winning chances, you
can hope for a straight.  Your strongest hand would be straight and you need a 6 to hit a straight
(4 and 5 of hearts,  a 6 of any suit, and the 7 and 8 of diamonds). There are a total of four sixes in 
the deck, meaning you essentially have four possible outs or four cards that can be drawn that can
improve your  hand.
There are pre-calculated odds expressed in both percentage or fraction for your chance of hitting a
straight on the turn  or on the river (referred to as turn odds or river odds). For example, with four
outs, you have about  10.8-to-1 odds or 8.51% chance of hitting straight on the turn and about
10.5-to-1 odds or 8.70% chance on the  river, or combined 5.1-to-1 (16.47%) Turn+River odds.
Calculating pot odds and outs are interconnected. The idea behind understanding your pot odds 
is so you can compare it to your card odds to turn a profit. That means, if you have a  4:1 chance



of hitting a flush, the pot needs to offer 4:1 pot odds for the risk to match the  potential reward.
What are Implied (Pot) Odds?
Another term connected to pot odds and outs is implied odds. Implied pot odds basically  refers to
the amount of money you expect to win in a later street. For instance, if the pot odds  are 3:1
(aR$200 pot size and aR$100 bet) you stand to win a total ofR$300 if you call your
opponent’sR$100  bet. But odds might improve or diminish in the future, which is what implied
odds are. See implied odds as  a player’s ability to calculate whether they can win more or less
money by considering future betting.

Are Poker Odds Calculators Allowed?
Whether in online or live poker  games, the legality of using poker odds calculators will vary
depending on the specific rules and regulations of the poker  room or casino you're playing in.
However, there are some general guidelines we can share that will help you stay on  the right side
of the rules.
All online poker sites will have their own specific policies regarding the use of poker  odds
calculators. Some sites allow the use of certain odds calculators, while others strictly prohibit
them. Many sites fall somewhere  in between, allowing odds calculators that provide basic
information but banning more advanced tools.
We recommend that you always check the  terms and conditions of the specific poker site you are
playing on to determine whether using an odds calculator is  permitted.
In most live poker games at brick-and-mortar casinos, the use of electronic devices, including
poker odds calculators, is usually prohibited.  There are typically very strict rules against using any
electronic devices that can assist in decision-making at the table.
If you're  playing in a friendly home game, the rules regarding the use of odds calculators are
usually determined by the host  or the consensus of the players. However, make sure everyone is
aware of what has been agreed upfront.

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Trump escolhe Vance como vice e reacende as
preocupações dos aliados estrangeiros

Muitos dos aliados mais próximos dos Estados Unidos já  temiam a perspectiva do retorno de
Donald Trump à Casa Branca. Agora, com a escolha de Vance como vice-presidente, eles 
podem ter muito mais de que se preocupar.
Com a escolha de Vance, Trump enviou um sinal claro de que, se  eleito, sportsbet o que é
política externa America-first estará de volta à força.
Vance, um senador júnior de Ohio, é um crítico ferrenho do  apoio ao Ucrânia enquanto tenta se
defender contra a Rússia. Como Trump, ele criticou repetidamente a OTAN e seus membros 
europeus por não gastarem o suficiente sportsbet o que é defesa. E ele fez uma série de
comentários que levantaram sobrescórgos além do  mar - incluindo quando disse que o Reino
Unido se tornaria o "primeiro país verdadeiramente islâmico a obter uma arma  nuclear" sob o
novo governo trabalhista.
Sua indicação põe fim às esperanças de alguns dos aliados dos Estados Unidos de que  Trump
possa amaciar sportsbet o que é postura de política externa se reeleito.
Essa esperança foi alimentada por Trump sportsbet o que é si. Enquanto ele repetiu 
frequentemente sportsbet o que é alegação de que "acabaria com a guerra" na Ucrânia sportsbet
o que é um dia se reeleito e disse que não  enviaria mais dinheiro para Kiev, ele parou de dizer
aos aliados no Congresso para não votar no pacote de ajuda  de R$61 bilhões aprovado
anteriormente este ano.
"Ele poderia ter dito aos membros (do Congresso) para não votar nele e, sportsbet o que é  vez
disso, permitir que ele passasse tacitamente", disse Kristine Berzina, especialista sportsbet o que
é geopolítica e segurança que lidera o programa Geostrategy  North do German Marshall Fund
dos Estados Unidos.
"Portanto, havia um senso sportsbet o que é Washington de que Trump tem sido um  momento
pró-ucraniano, e que ele deveria merecer o benefício da dúvida - talvez suas opiniões sobre a
Europa e a  Ucrânia tenham evoluído, especialmente dado o gasto muito maior sportsbet o que é
defesa na Europa agora", ela disse sportsbet o que é uma entrevista.
Mas com  a escolha de seu companheiro de chapa, Trump esmagou essas esperanças. "JD
Vance não parece estar interessado sportsbet o que é ser um  bom aliado para a Europa", disse
Berzina.
Em fevereiro, na Conferência de Segurança de Munique, Vance sugeriu que a Ucrânia deveria 
se sentar à mesa de negociações com a Rússia porque os EUA e outros aliados não têm a
capacidade de  apoiá-la. A Ucrânia e a OTAN rejeitaram esse cenário, porque provavelmente
significaria que Kiev teria que ceder parte do seu  território pré-guerra.
"Acho que o que é razoável alcançar é alguma paz negociada. Acho que a Rússia tem incentivo
para se  sentar à mesa agora. Acho que a Ucrânia, a Europa e os Estados Unidos têm incentivos
para sentar-se à mesa",  disse ele na conferência, adicionando que o fato de Putin "ser um cara
ruim não significa que não possamos nos  engajar sportsbet o que é diplomacia básica."



Na Conferência de Segurança de Munique, Vance notadamente pulou uma reunião importante
entre uma delegação bipartidária de  senadores dos EUA e o presidente ucraniano Volodymyr
Zelensky, dizendo que não achava que aprenderia alguma coisa nova lá. Ele  compareceu a uma
reunião com Zelensky sportsbet o que é Washington sportsbet o que é dezembro, mas saiu cedo.
Perguntado pela sportsbet o que é 's Kaitlin Collins sobre  a afirmação de Vance de que o
resultado da guerra não mudaria mesmo com o financiamento dos EUA para a  Ucrânia, Zelensky
disse que Vance "não entende o que está acontecendo aqui."
"Para entendê-lo, é preciso vir para a linha de  frente para ver o que está acontecendo... sem este
apoio. E ele vai entender que milhões de pessoas serão mortas",  acrescentou. "Ele não o
entende, claro, Deus abençoe você não tem a guerra sportsbet o que é seu território."
Vance argumentou que os EUA  devem girar sportsbet o que é ênfase para a Ásia Oriental,
porque "isso vai ser o futuro da política externa americana pelos próximos  40 anos."
A ideia de que a Ásia Oriental, e a China especificamente, representa uma ameaça tão grande,
se não maior,  para os EUA do que a Rússia não é única sportsbet o que é Vance. Trevor
McCrisken, especialista sportsbet o que é política externa americana e  professor associado na
Universidade de Warwick, disse que há acordo bipartidário entre democratas e republicanos de
que a China é  a maior ameaça internacional aos interesses dos EUA.
"Ambas as partes dizem que você tem que ser forte e impedir que  a China cumpra qualquer
ambição que possa ter, economicamente, militarmente e assim por diante. É apenas que a
maioria dos  democratas e republicanos mais moderados acredita que a Rússia também é uma
ameaça", disse ele sportsbet o que é uma entrevista.
Nos olhos da  maioria dos líderes ocidentais, as ameaças vindas da China e da Rússia vão de
mãos dadas. Apenas na semana passada,  líderes da OTAN chamaram a China de "facilitadora
decisiva" da guerra da Rússia na Ucrânia sportsbet o que é uma das declarações mais  fortes da
aliança sobre a participação da China no conflito.
"Para ter uma visão simplista de que se afastar da Ucrânia  vai ajudá-lo com a China, pode não
ser o caso", disse McCrisken, acrescentando que Vance provavelmente está tentando usar
sportsbet o que é  postura mais anti-europeia por razões políticas também.
"É uma maneira de pintar a Europa como não se defendendo quando deveria. Historicamente,  os
EUA tiveram que intervir na Europa tantas vezes."
Sam Greene, diretor do Programa de Resiliência Democrática no Center for European  Policy
Analysis (CEPA) e professor de política russa no King's College London, disse que a indicação de
Vance deve tornar  claro para os aliados dos EUA que o deslocamento sportsbet o que é direção
ao tipo de política externa republicana de Trump é  provavelmente mais de longo prazo.
"A última vez que tivemos uma presidência Trump, acredito que os europeus olharam para isso
como  potencialmente um birra de quatro anos e, sportsbet o que é seguida, respiraram um
suspiro de alívio quando Biden foi eleito e pensaram  que voltaríamos à normalidade ... e acho
que houve algum pensamento wishful sportsbet o que é tudo isso, e as pessoas começaram a 
reconhecer isso agora".
O efeito desse deslocamento, disse Greene, é aparente mesmo agora - apesar da Casa Branca
estar nas mãos  democratas. O presidente dos EUA, Joe Biden, teve uma extrema dificuldade
sportsbet o que é passar o último pacote de ajuda à Ucrânia  pelo Congresso, obrigando os
aliados europeus da Ucrânia a começar a pensar sportsbet o que é um plano B. O atraso inicial
no  Congresso aprovando o pacote resultou sportsbet o que é uma iniciativa tcheca para
encontrar e financiar fontes alternativas de munição para Kiev, entre  outros esforços para buscar
assistência sportsbet o que é outros lugares.
"A falta de confiabilidade do líder americano na Europa tem sido um fato  com o qual os europeus
tiveram tempo para se acostumar. Mesmo se Biden for reeleito, os EUA serão difíceis de 
confiar", disse Greene.
Se Trump tivesse escolhido alguém com uma postura de política externa mais tradicional para ser
companheiro de chapa  - por exemplo, a ex-embaixadora das Nações Unidas Nikki Haley, os
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aliados dos EUA poderiam ter esperança de que, após  Trump, o Partido Republicano possa
pivotar de volta à coesão transatlântica.
"Mas se, de fato, estivermos olhando para outra administração Trump  e para um futuro do
Partido Republicano dominado por pessoas como JD Vance, então essa é uma perspectiva muito
mais  aterrorizante para a Europa", disse ele.
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
